During the web-based submission process you will be asked to indicate your preferred topic category, presentation format (oral, poster), and if you would like your submission considered for the student paper competition. When creating your PDF file, make sure to EMBED & SUBSET all fonts. This guarantees that your PDF file will render properly, and the reviewers will be able to properly read your submission.
