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ABSTRACT

Asteroid impact avoidance comprises a number of methods by which near-Earth objects (NEO) could be diverted, preventing destructive impact events. Beginning with impact events millions of years ago, our planet has been affected by asteroids. The issue led to efforts to mitigate this threat. Considerations began to step up in earnest during the 20th century – during what we call the space age. These developments range from theoretical studies in the 1960s, to undertakings such as Spaceguard and SMPAG to current space missions such as AIDA. Events such as Shoemaker-Levy hitting Jupiter or the Chelyabinsk event also have to be taken into account, as are legal and political considerations undertaken at international fora such as UNCOPUOS or venues like the Planetary Defence Conferences or the Associon of Space Explorers’ efforts. The presentation intends to provide an overview from early developments to current undertakings be they space missions or Earthbound projects. A brief look into planned or conceived projects for the foreseeable future is intended as well.
Abstracts must be written in English and should be submitted to the IAA as Microsoft Word files (.doc, .docx) within the deadline. All abstracts must be submitted online to iaapdc (at) iaamail.org  It is recommended to proof read the abstract before submission.
