A main square of Wrocław, where 
urban life is concentrated around late-
Gothic town hall, attracts attention by 
its renewed townhouses.Close neigh- 
bourhood of town hall is also worth 
visiting because of places such as Salt 
square, famous Świdnicka street or 
cobblet alley Jatki, where from the XII 
century meat from the municipal 
slaughterhouse was sold. An original 
monument In Memory of Animals for 
Slaughter reminds about it.

Panorama

of Racławice

The panoramic painting, depicting 
the Battle of Racławice, painted on 
15 x 114 m canvas by Jan Styka and 
Wojciech Kossak, is located in specially
built rotunda. The exceptional way of
presentation of this work completed 
in 1894 takes the viewer into the 
centre of battle. The ticket to Pano- 
rama Racławicka lets you also visit 
the National Museum and the Ethno- 
graphic Museum.

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Ostrów Tumski

It is the oldest part of Wrocław. 
Architectural sights worth seeing 
include: Saint Cross church and the 
Cathedral of John the Baptist with 
a viewpoint on the tower. In Archdio-
cesan Museum it is necessary to see 
Henryk’s Book containing the first 
sentence written in Polish – a relic 
listed on the UNESCO ‘Memory of 
the World’.

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Centennial Hall and

the Four Domes Pavillon

While sightseeing Wrocław it is im- 
possible to miss monumental exhi- 
bition hall, whose construction was 
finished in 1913. The building is 
surrounded by beautiful pergola 
which hides the biggest summer 
multimedia fountain in Poland. The 
integral part of this architectural 
complex is Four Domes Pavilion 
where the Museum of Contempo-
rary Art is located.

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University
of Wrocław

Walking through the Old Town in the 
direction of Oder we come to the 
University of Wrocław. The main 
building hides the museum of this 
university, the oldest in the city, the 
pearl of Wrocław Baroque – Leo- 
poldin’s Hall and the musical hall – 
Oratorium Marianium. It is also 
worth seeing the Mathematical 
Tower which used to be an astro- 
nomical observatory.

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Old Town Garden

Walking through the Old Town 
promenade created in the place of 
the old city walls you cannot miss 
the Garden of the Old Town – it is 
a perfect place to take a breather. 
It was established in the second half 
of 18th century and covers 1,4 
hectares, near the building of 
Puppet Theatre – its attractions are 
playground and stylized for the 19th 
century French – style carousel.

Historical 
car barn is the cradle and symbol of 
Wrocław ’Solidarity’.
