· OR an essay answering said questions, not exceeding 1 page of A4 size;

· be a citizen of an , Canada, Slovakia, Slovenia, Latvia or Lithuania;
· be enrolled as a student (Bsc, Msc, or Ph.D.) in a tertiary education academic programme (not graduating before the Conference);
· not benefit from an overlapping financial support to attend this conference, unless duly justified; 
· agree with the conditions of the ESA Academy’s Privacy Policy

Duties
The ESA Academy requires active participation of sponsored students in the workshop. Therefore, selected candidates are required to present a paper (if you have submitted one, please indicate it in the form) or a poster at the conference reflecting the topics mentioned in the pitch video and in the submitted essay. 
Priority will be given to students who have less than 2 years of professional experience and have never taken part in an activity sponsored by the ESA Education Office.
