He 

has served/continues to serve at high level many Africans, Europeans, Americans, and international 

Organization’s experts committees/boards. He is a former EDCTP partnership board chair. His current 

research projects include Typhoid, Schistosomiasis, shigella, and malaria and COVID-19 

vaccines/drugs clinical trials.
