The Effects of COVID-19 Pandemic on University Students:

Abstract

The COVID-19 pandemic has determined nationwide containment measures including
the closure of higher education institutions and a sudden transition from face-to-face
classes to online learning. This is expected to produce an impact on educational
outcomes of university students and their spatial mobility to attend higher education.
