When you access the
website, our webserver logs your Internet Protocol (IP) address (a unique set of numbers that
identifies one or more devices on a computer network). The log file records the time and date of
your visit, the pages that were requested, the referring website (if provided) and your internet
browser version.

It enables individuals to have their personal
data erased where there is no compelling
reason for its continued processing

Right to restrict processing Individuals have the right to block or suppress
the further processing of their personal
information

Right to data portability This right enables individuals to obtain and

reuse their personal information for their own
purposes across different services by receiving
a copy of the information in machine readable
format

Right to object In certain circumstances, individuals have the
right to object to the processing of their
personal data
