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BACKGROUND

Research integrity is fundamental to maintaining the
credibility of academic and scientific endeavors. The
University of the Philippines Manila (UPM) has recognized
the importance of fostering a culture of research integrity
among Its researchers and students, thus, establishing the
UP Manila Office of Research Integrity (UPM ORI). This
initiative was driven by the rapid growth of research
infrastructure, increasing concerns about Inappropriate
conduct of research, and the need for UPM to participate in
global research undertakings.
