We individually assessed all 
papers, plotted study 
timelines, and checked 
consistency between all 
existing records of 
published studies.

263 papers and 74,667 
participants between 
January 2009 and July 
2022.

Dr. Abbas claimed to 
conduct up to 88 clinical
studies simultaneously.

190 (72%) studies 
recruited partially or 
entirely from the Assiut 
Women's Health 
Hospital.

Dr. Abbas was first author
of 60 (23%) papers.

Individual assessment revealed 130 
papers with integrity concerns
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
